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Today's presentation is all about “Greetings”, and how to introduce yourself in English. First of all, let me ask everyone: "How are you?”
(most answer "I'm fine thank you.”

Really? Are you all “fine”? Maybe some of you are sleepy. Maybe some of you are hungry, though that's not so likely because you've just
finished eating breakfast. But say for example you just won the lottery, bought a new Ferrari, and got maried. Now how are you? Maybe
“Great!” or "Wonderful, or Fantastic”. On the other hand, perhaps you have a cold, or the flu. Then you would say " ot so good, or "I'm
sick”. Either way, I'm fine/well is well and good, but keep in mind that there are other ways to answer the question. Express yourself!

Stand up (if you're not already standing), and shake hands and say “hi” or “hello” more variations

hands, but for meeting somebody for the first time, too long and they will feel uneasy, and too
short shows lack of confidence.

State your name, first or last is up to you. Usually we say the name we like to have used. For
example: Hi I'm Joe, Libby Joe. Please call me Joe.

Here you can exchange business cards. This isn't always the immediate custom in western
countries, but as the people you meet will probably have been studying some Japanese culture,
et they may be expecting it. When mentioning your company name, it's not a bad idea to point it
on your company name and your position in the company on your card, and help the other person with words that are
o7 difficult to pronounce.
